Highlights of the Meeting
• Most of the States except West Bengal, NE St. and Kerala, cow slaughter is banned.

• Government of Jharkhand banned cow slaughter a few months ago. Its impact on illegal 

trade would be known only after a few months of its implementation.

• Export of cattle is allowed only for breeding purposes under license after getting 

clearance from the Department of Animal Husbandry. Such exports are very few and 

limited.

• Deptt of Animal Husbandry informed that inspection was not done regularly and in any 

case, such cases are very few in number.

• To shift the existing 'cattle haats' away from the International border. Government of West 

Bengal had shifted some. A large number of cattle haats are yet to be shifted. 

• Imposition of heavy toll tax to make illegal smuggling economically unviable. 

• 52 cattle corridors have been fenced and only 16 cattle corridors remained 

unfenced.

• A map depicting existing cattle haats along the International Border and their distance 

from the border should be prepared by BSF. Institutionalise mechanism for interaction 

between BSF and State Governments.

• Seized cattle disposed off by auction by the Deptt of Customs. The Deptt. does not have 

any facility to keep them for long. Raising the reserve price to make it uneconomical for 

the smugglers to indulge in such illegal activities.
